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Abstract - Paid Parking Zones (PPZ) currently operate in medium and large cities. Such zones are treated as a tool influencing changes
in the transport behavior of residents, prompting them to change a car to alternative means of transport. The basic condition for the
efficient management of PPZ is the availability of information on parking characteristics in the zone i.a. parking time, rotation indicator,
use of parking space, etc. This paper presents the results of the analysis of selected parking characteristics in the PPZ in Gliwice. These
characteristics can be used to assess the functioning of the PPZ, but also to improve the effectiveness of the tools used to manage the PPZ

zone. The analysis was performed as a part of research work entitled “Analysis of parking characteristics in the conditions of SPP and
DIP functioning in selected areas of GZM cities".
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
